NOTING the “Defence Response to Prosecution Motion for Relief in Respect of the Requirements of Rule 67”, filed on 26 October 2009 (“Response”);

NOTING ALSO the “Prosecution Reply to Defence Response to Prosecution Motion for Relief in Respect of the Requirements of Rule 67”, filed on 28 October 2009 (“Reply”),
 wherein the Prosecution requests the Trial Chamber’s permission to withdraw the Motion;
 
HEREBY GRANTS the Prosecution request to withdraw the Motion; and
ORDERS that the Motion be withdrawn and dismissed.
